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Sections Analysis of Dreamweaver (Adobe, 2007) and CAI Studio-Eworks: 
S = Students: 
My aim for the users of this program would primarily be those with little to no exposure to html.  The learners utilizing the CAI instruction would have been exposed to pedagogical teaching methodologies, where users are “relying on others for direction” (Spencer, 16).  Therefore users would be dependent on visual and practical instruction that is easily conveyed and not complex in order for them to absorb knowledge and enable them to learn the basics of the program to construct a web page with ease.  Dreamweaver is available in a number of languages; however, I chose English.
E = Ease of Use

The Dreamweaver software enables creation of a webpage.  The computer assisted instruction (CAI) called Studio-E works for Dreamweaver was utilized to learn the functionality of Dreamweaver and enable a website construction.  The CAI cd includes 12 chapters of instruction.  The cd is challenging to use as the instruction is based on video.  The instructor uses a monotone voice pattern which limits methods of captivating the learner’s interest.  
In order to use the functionality of the program the user has to sequentially follow each chapter.  If the computer is shut down then restarted, the cd instruction does not re-commence at the point where instruction ended.  The user then has to recall the last chapter completed and select the next chapter.  There is however a button on the bottom of the screen indicating index.  This indicates a place marker of key elements that the user can scroll through and determine which chapter includes those elements to learn.  However, the label isn’t intuitive of this functionality. 
C = Costs
The software is available for a 30 day free trial, however, to purchase the software is $399US.
T = Teaching:

· Was effective communication used in the CAI instruction to be understood by non-technical users? The visuals used throughout the video aid learners in following the applicable functions to create a website.  However, for effective learning, users should have two computers: one for the application to test the knowledge and one to watch the videos.
· After following the CAI instruction the user can build a basic site without constant referral back to the CAI cd; however, the main subject matter in relation to construction and publication of the webpage was not thoroughly conveyed in an in-depth review.  To maximize the learning impact for the users, the CAI instruction modules should have been re-ordered.  For instance the chapter 2 on “what’s new” could have been placed at the end in an appendix rather than in the beginning. 
· I expected to learn a number of website construction elements such as adding a visitor counter, linking repository items, utilization of templates, set up of synchronous chat.  In order to apply these key objectives to my website I would need to research the various help sequences in the software program. This type of information would be critical to the type of website I would like to create for an on-line course.

I = Interactivity: 
Why did I choose Dreamweaver over Flash Professional, Photoshop or Acrobat?

The reason is that I intended to create an interactive webpage for the proposed on-line Alpha course. Each chapter in the cd represents an interactive video for instruction. However, the CAI cd did not provide instruction for enabling synchronous chat elements into the website.
S = Speed: 
Did the CAI cd enable me to quickly begin using the Dreamweaver program or did it restrict me?

· Based on the instruction given how quickly was I able to create the website? Overall, I found the learning video was time consuming for the first few chapters.  The sequence of the chapters was misaligned as information such as linking should have been incorporated in later chapters when the user was actually creating the website.  Linking was focused on during the preliminary overview chapters and not throughout the later chapters involving website construction.  As this is an important element for accessing documents from a website I was required to review earlier chapters to determine the appropriate steps for this application. Some of the information should have been included in an appendix at the end such as: New features. This would have increased the focus of website construction to centralize ideas and re-enforce learning for the users.  

· Time consumption for the video was approx.  6 hours.  It provided enough direction to create a single webpage for a site.  Any advanced enhancements to the webpage would require the user to investigate independently from the application’s help tool.
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
